Street Community Centre  (access via a foot bridge from 
Durham Street over Westlink) from the 18th May or alter-
natively on the website noted above. 

 
· Please note that we need a 50% or greater response rate 

to our questionnaire from your area.  More than two thirds 
of your responses  need to support the principles of this 
scheme, as set out in ‘The Principles of a Residents’ Parking  
Scheme’ overleaf, to allow us to move forward to the formal 
(legislative) stage. 

 
· If we do not get this level of support from you, we will have 

no choice but to move on to the next area.  
 
· If we do receive your support, the formal legislative process 

could take up to 9 months for us to complete.

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· The residents’ parking scheme in your area will be deliv-

ered by means of a Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ) as 
shown on the attached drawing.  A CPZ is an area 
where all on-street parking is controlled.  This means 
that parking is only permitted in designated parking ar-
eas or bays and that the remainder of the kerbside 
space is subject to yellow line or other restrictions; 

 
· It is proposed that this will be done through the introduc-

tion of the following measures: 
a. Mixed use areas .  These are normally tradi-
tional streets with footways.  Only vehicles displaying 
a valid permit or a valid ‘pay and display’ ticket can 
park in these areas; and 
b. Permit only parking areas .  These are nor-
mally shared surface areas where there are no foot-
ways.  Only vehicles displaying a valid permit will be 
able to park in these areas. 

 
· Residents must obtain and display a permit if they want 

to park in either the ‘permit only’ or ‘mixed use’ parking 
areas during the hours of operation of the scheme.  The 
length of time that Permit Holders can park in these ar-
eas will not be restricted; 

 
· Initially one permit will be available for issue per resi-

dence or business.  However where it is proven that 
there is a demand for more permits and where there is 
surplus parking spaces following the first issues of per-
mits, further permits may be made available upon re-
quest; 

 
· Car parking in ‘mixed use’ areas in the scheme will not 

solely be restricted to permit holders, but road space will 
also be shared with short stay Pay and Display users; 

 
· It is proposed that the scheme in your area will operate 

between 8:00am and 6:00pm, Monday to Saturday inclu-
sive; and 

 
· Outside the scheme operating times, normal parking 

regulations will apply. 
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· Resident’s and business parking permits will be available 

to all eligible residents and businesses.  These will be 
issued free of charge and will initially be limited to one per 
residence or business.  The issue of further permits will be 
dependent on available kerbspace; 

 
· Each residence will be eligible for a maximum of 20 free 

visitor parking permits per year.  This number is increased 
to 40, for those aged 65 years and over; 

 
· A builder’s permit will be eligible at a cost of £50 per week 

per vehicle; 
 
· All other permits, such as those for registered health car-

ers, special permits for funerals, pastoral care, etc., will be 
issued free of charge; 

 
· Pay and Display parking will be available in “mixed use” 

areas within the scheme.  These are normally traditional 
streets with footways; 

 
· Each residents’ permit relates to an individual vehicle, not 

to a household, and the permit can only be used in the 
area to which it is issued; and 

 
· Pay and Display parking will operate during the control 

parking zone hours of operation.  The Pay and Display 
parking time will vary according to local circumstances    
(maximum of 1, 2 or 4 hours). 

 
 
The full conditions of these schemes cannot be listed here but 
are set out in our policy document, copies of which have been 
provided to local representatives for your area.
